8 PCR, Rapid Antigen (including At-Home) tests are acceptable REGARDLESS of

vaccination status.
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No test/No
alternate
diagnosis:

Individual may
return to school
after at least 5
days have passed
since date of first
symptoms

AND
Individual’s
symptoms are
improving

AND
Individual is
fever-free for at
least 24 hours
without the use of
fever reducing
medicines.

It is school
responsibility to
