» has overcome (or is trying to overcome) great obstacles and/or extenuating
circumstances in their life directly related to their sexual orientation, gender
identity or ally status:

» and/or has dedicated and/or specialized their craft, experience or expertise to
provide valuable specialized services for the local LGBTQ+ and allies community
out of a passion for its betterment.
