Lewiston-Porter Central School District Spanish teacher Eileen Lapp Hastings took a group of students to Ecuador and the Galapagos Islands to-
wards the end of the school year. “The destination was chosen because I wanted our students to have an opportunity to absorb the Hispanic culture
and language in an area that is so scientifically significant in our world,” she says.

The Galapagos Islands are a chain of volcanic islands in the Eastern Pacific. They are famous for various species that were studied by Charles Dar-
win in the 1830’s and inspired his theory of evolution by means of natural selection. Students grades 8-12 were invited to partake in the trip. “All
students revealed numerous times what an amazing, life changing experience the journey was,” says Lapp Hastings. “They were thrilled with how
much they learned, while having fun!”
